The second day will include a simulation exercise replicating the
budgeting process, to strengthen participants’ knowledge and skills, and to
provide opportunities to practice and apply knowledge to real-life scenarios.

Participants are expected to
be in a position that entails working on budget issues for at least two years after
the training.
