Students will also have the opportunity to immerse themselves in the very heart
of diplomacy.An optional field trip to Geneva will be organized for those who wish
to gain expertise as well as skills in the domain of multilateral diplomacy.

The Post-Graduate Certificate in World Studies is a UOC Certified Post-Graduate
Certificate, awarded according to the rules and regulations set by the Spanish



education system. Giving its specificity, it does not give general access to
Doctoral studies (Ph.D. and similar). Validation of credits for access to such
programmes can be requested from competent institutions.
