The online application is open to Afghan women that meet the eligibility
requirements. Junior to mid-level young professionals from Afghan government
ministries and bodies, universities, the private sector, civil society organizations
and the media who have a strong interest in women’s empowerment as well as
developing their leadership skills are invited to apply. Participants from the
provinces are strongly encouraged to apply. The 20 participants will be chosen
through a rigorous selection process, including an online application form and an
interview.
