Sustainable lifestyles first appear in SDG 4 on education, and SCP is specifically
designated as SDG 12. It defines SCP as promoting resource and energy
efficiency, sustainable infrastructure, and providing access to basic services,
green and decent jobs and a better quality of life for all.  It means that UN
Member States reaffirmed SCP as one of the essential requirements for
sustainable development.
