They recognize
that ending poverty and other deprivations must go hand-in-hand with strategies
that improve health and education, reduce inequality, and spur economic growth
– all while tackling climate change and working to preserve our oceans and
forests.

To analyse form a theoretical and practical point of view the implications of
civil society.  
To include professionals from every discipline to tackle these goals. 
To understand the concepts of sustainability and to analyse the needs of our
current society in order to generate a systemic approach to the sustainable
development.

MÉTHODOLOGIE

to the modules; 
Quizzes and case studies at the end of each module. To be eligible for the
course certificate, a passing grade of 80% on the final quiz is required; 
The course includes a tutoring system through the virtual platform Forum or
e-mail, so that the student can contact the teacher of the course without any
problem in case of any doubt. 
A Community Discussion Board is also available for participants to post
questions or comments visible to the instructor and other participants.
