Building on previous workshops with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and
Worship of Costa Rica on human rights, climate change, and negotiation skills,
UNITAR’s Division for Multilateral Diplomacy has designed a unique workshop to

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of international relations – science diplomacy. Scientific literacy has emerged as a
topic of increasing concern in diplomatic circles, due to the COVID-19 pandemic,
cybersecurity, arms control, and ahead of COP26, the impending climate
emergency. This workshop covers the core topics in science diplomacy, how it
interacts with decision-making in the diplomatic context, and how diplomats can
harness their existing skills to engage on technical topics in international fora. In
doing so, UNITAR aims to build on its proven track record of successful trainings
for governments and foreign ministries in preparing for technical and scientific
discussions.
