knowledge, skills and confidence to perform more efficiently in bilateral and
multilateral negotiations.

- Use the rules of multilateral conferences or meetings in a more efficient way to
negotiate and adopt United Nations resolutions;

- Performing more effectively in bilateral and multicultural context.

This workshop will focus on skills and knowledge required for effective
participation in Multilateral Conferences, including:

- Preparation for formal and informal processes in use in and around the United
Nations Conference, including rules of procedures and rules of debates;

- Effective writing in Multilateral Diplomacy;

- Negotiating, Adopting, and Drafting UN resolutions.
