At its heart are the 17
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), which are an urgent call for action by all
countries - developed and developing - in a global partnership. They recognize

- all while tackling climate change and working to preserve our oceans and
forests.” Agenda 21 pursues the transition towards local sustainability. It is
structured as a process grounded in the principles of sustainable development,
aiming for the integration of social justice, sustainable economy, urban
environment, and enduring natural capital to achieve a balance that translates
into an improvement in quality of life.
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To teach people of CODENAF about the 17 Sustainable Development Goals in an
interactive way with a workshop and explain to them the importance of local
sustainable management introducing Agenda 21.
